It involves commissioning 2rtists to underlake
work placements and collaborating with them
theoughout the production of a piece of art in onder
10 examine issues surounding work and aliematies
to the antst’s resadency. Between February and August
2006, three artist "associates’ (Elbe Hamson, Elzabeth
Keamey and Joanna Spitmer) vall work with Prime to
gain part-time, month-long émployment within
identified companies. Mimicong the worlang day of
many artsts, the time outside of ‘work will be used to
make art - in this instance in response 1o the job.

Prime will support each artst throughout the
project so that they have the relevant assistance
during cvery stage. The outcome of each placement
will be specific to each arust and is subject 1o
negotiation with Prime = with a suitable contexi
Toand in which it will be shown. A publication will be
produced to decument all stages of the project
including final outcomes that will also contain three
commissioned texts to cribically investigate the issues
raised.
